● What dangers might a straying sheep face in ancient Israel?

● What does it mean for a person to be astray?

● When youwere not following Jesus, were you aware youwere spiritually lost? How

did you become aware youwere spiritually lost?

● Read John 10:7–14.What else dowe learn about Jesus as the good shepherd?

● Looking back to the time Jesus saved you, what did he do to pursue you? Did he use

circumstances or other people? Did he use the Bible or different types of media?

● What is the source of rejoicing in this passage?Whywould the shepherd rejoice

over a recovered sheepmore than the others?

● What dowe learn about the will of the Father in verse 14?

● How does it make you feel to understand that God specifically pursued you to save

you? How does it make you feel knowing he rejoices over rescuing you?

● What is our role in God’s pursuit of the lost?What distracts us from this focus?

● How does this passage give us hope for the people in our lives who are still lost?
